Students undertaking this VET DSS program are 
eligible for credit of up to four VCE VET units on their 
VCE Statement of Results: two units at Unit 1-2 level 
and a Unit 3-4 sequence. 
 
Students have the option to undertake scored 
assessment, and the study score can be fully 
counted as one of the student’s best four studies for 
ATAR purposes, or will count as a fifth or sixth study 
increment, if it is not one of the student’s four highest 
scores. 
 
Students undertaking this VET DSS program 
through the VCE Vocational Major stream will need 
to complete a minimum of 180 nominal hours of a 
VET DSS program over a 2-year period.
