Units
cover industry research, using and maintaining
measuring equipment, operate electrical testing
equipment, electronics and vehicle engine
reconditioning and maintenance.

The program will also appeal to students seeking a
sound working knowledge of basic automotive
procedures. With additional training and
experience, future employment opportunities may
include trimmer, detailer, panel beater, heavy or
light vehicle mechanic.
