WORK PLACEMENTS 
Students must complete work placement as 
detailed in the assessment requirements of the 
units of competency.  
 
Where student placement is not undertaken, and 
work placement is required as part of the 
assessment students will not be entitled to their 
VCE or VCE VM contribution.  
 
CONTRIBUTION TO THE VCE 
Students undertaking this VET DSS program 
through the VCE stream are eligible for credit of up 
to four VCE VET units on their VCE Statement of 
Results: two units at Unit 1-2 level and a Unit 3-4 
sequence. 
 
Students may be entitled to 10% increment towards 
their VCE. 
 
Students undertaking this VET DSS program 
through the VCE Vocational Major stream will need 
to complete a minimum of 180 nominal hours of a 
VET DSS program over a 2-year period.
